Peoples’ Ponderings 
 

During this Year we mark the 25th Anniversary of 
St John Paul II encyclical letter Veritas Splendor and 
the 50th Anniversary of Pope Paul VI encyclical Hu-
manae Vitae.  These two encyclical letters though 
many years old, speak about two major issues that 
we face in our current world; the importance of 
universal truth and the sanctity of marriage.  Veri-
tas Splendor is one of the most comprehensive let-
ters on the moral theology of the Catholic Church.  
Pope John Paul II teaches about universal truths, 
human freedom and divine law, the role of our 
conscience and more.  Humanae Vitae is an encyc-
lical that has caused much debate since it was writ-
ten.  It’s teaching is challenging but what is most 
incredible about this encyclical is how prophetic it 
is, highlighting the challenges that society would 
face if it’s teaching was not followed.  The encycli-
cal faced much opposition at the time and contin-
ues to be ignored or disliked by many today.  Dur-
ing this year, I will be sharing some quotes form 
these two important encyclicals but encourage you 
to read them yourselves.
