Gospel Reading                                                                                          John 2:13-25 
Just before the Jewish Passover Jesus went up to Jerusalem, and in the Temple he 
found people selling cattle and sheep and pigeons, and the money changers sitting 
at their counters there. Making a whip out of some cord, he drove them all out of 
the Temple, cattle and sheep as well, scattered the money changers' coins, knocked 
their tables over and said to the pigeon-sellers, 'Take all this out of here and stop 
turning my Father's house into a market.' Then his disciples remembered the words 
of scripture: Zeal for your house will devour me. The Jews intervened and said, 
'What sign can you show us to justify what you have done?' Jesus answered, 
'Destroy this sanctuary, and in three days I will raise it up.' The Jews replied, 'It has 
taken forty-six years to build this sanctuary: are you going to raise it up in three 
days?' But he was speaking of the sanctuary that was his body, and when Jesus rose 
from the dead, his disciples remembered that he had said this, and they believed the 
scripture and the words he had said.  During his stay in Jerusalem for the Passover 
many believed in his name when they saw the signs that he gave, but Jesus knew 
them all and did not trust himself to them; he never needed evidence about any 
man; he could tell what a man had in him.

Parish Pastoral Council

The Forge 
We have been asked for help as fol-
lows: Food that can be used to make 
24 hour packs that can be given for 
rough sleepers and others in need.    
Food hampers for families with chil-
dren, ie anything to provide a nutri-
tious diet such as canned fish 
(sardines in tomato sauce), pots of rice 
pudding, fruit pots, small individual 
cartons of pure apple/orange juice, 
small cartons of milk (1 pint as any 
more than this is too heavy for people 
to carry around with them), canned 
meat that can be sliced, sandwich fill-
ers, eggs, biscuits, cake, crisps and 
snacks etc.  We need people who can 
volunteer to help prepare, cook and 
serve meals on Mondays and Wednes-
days on a rota basis.  You don’t have to 
be available every week but ANY time  
you can give would be much appreci-
ated.  Food supplies can be brought to 
the sacristy after Mass.
