day. This is the stone rejected by you the builders, but which has proved to be 
the keystone. For of all the names in the world given to men, this is the only one 
by which we can be saved.

Gospel Reading                                                                                  John 10:11-18 
Jesus said: 'I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd is one who lays down his 
life for his sheep.  The hired man, since he is not the shepherd and the sheep do 
not belong to him, abandons the sheep and runs away as soon as he sees a wolf 
coming, and then the wolf attacks and scatters the sheep; this is because he is 
only a hired man and has no concern for the sheep.  I am the good shepherd; I 
know my own and my own know me, just as the Father knows me and I know 
the Father; and I lay down my life for my sheep.  And there are other sheep I 
have that are not of this fold, and these I have to lead as well.  They too will lis-
ten to my voice, and there will be only one flock, and one shepherd.

No one takes it 
from me; I lay it down of my own free will, and as it is in my power to lay it 
down, so it is in my power to take it up again; and this is the command I have 
been given by my Father.'

Fr Philip Bailey RIP 
It is with sadness that we mark the passing of Fr Philip Bailey who has 
resided at St Norbert’s in Crowle for the past 7 years.  Fr Philip was born 
in Earl Shilton, Leicestershire, in 1927 and joined the Sacred Heart Fa-
thers on leaving school.  He was ordained a priest in 1951 and spent the 
early part of his priestly ministry teaching Scripture in seminary.  In 
1977 he moved to Market Rasen where he was to remain until his retire-
ment in 2008.  However even in his retirement he continued to play an 
active part in the life of the parish of Crowle and our Scunthorpe Dean-
ery.  He will be very much missed.  May he rest in peace. 
Fr Philip’s funeral is planned for the week beginning 4th May and full 
details will be available next weekend.
